A science fair project is an opportunity to experiment on your own, to investi​gate a piece of the real world, and to discover the thrill of real science. You have been preparing to play the game of science for many years in much the same way that athletes learn the rules and develop skills for a sport. Now is the time for you to get in the real game. To complete a science fair project, every student must follow the steps listed below:
1. Select a topic
2. Research the subject
3. Write the hypothesis
4. Plan the project
5. Experiment
6. Make observations
7. Analyze the results
8. Write the final project report and abstract
9. Prepare the exhibit
10. Prepare the presentation
As you proceed with your science fair project, you will be given tip sheets and worksheets to guide you through each of these steps. The checklist on pages 1 and 2 gives the date each item is due. Check off each step as you proceed. Remember the due dates. Place the graded worksheets in a notebook when they are returned to you; you will need to use them later.
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
